Siberian Federal University was established by the Ministry of 

Education by merging 4 major Krasnoyarsk institutions of higher 

education. The University integrated four large higher education 

institutions: Krasnoyarsk State Technical University, Krasnoyarsk State 

Academy of Architecture and Civil Construction, Krasnoyarsk State 

University, State University of Non-Ferrous Metals and Gold.  

In 2010, “Siberian Federal University” change its status into Federal 

State Autonomous Educational Institution of Higher Professional 

Education “Siberian Federal University” by Resolution of the Russian 

Government No. 12-p of 16 January 2010. 

In 2012, the State Educational Institution of Higher Education 

“Krasnoyarsk State Trade and Economic Institute” was merged into 

“Siberian Federal University” (Resolution of the Russian Government 

No. 112 issued on 15 February 2012). 

In 2015, Federal State Autonomous Educational Institution of Higher 

Professional Education “Siberian Federal University” was renamed 

into Federal State Autonomous Educational Institution of Higher 

Education “Siberian Federal University” by Resolution of the Russian 

Government No. 94 of 16 January 2015. 

At present, Siberian Federal University includes 21 schools and 35 

R&D subdivisions such as research institutes, design bureaus, 

multiple-access centres, REC, laboratories, innovation centres, 

technology parks, centres of technology transfer, pilot factories, etc.
